TWESA  focuses on working in rural areas of Tanzania and with refugees, as these populations are generally the most in 
need of WASH services.  

 
In 2015, we have two main projects:  

�x�� Water supply project in Misenyi, Kisarawe and Bagamoyo districts. Donor is 
Poly Glu Social Business.  

�x�� Assistance to asylum seekers and refugees in Nyarugusu Refugee Camp in 
Kasulu district. Donors are UNHCR, Oxfam and Plan International.

�x�� Construction of over 1000 water points, which has reduced the distance 
women and girls need to walk for water and increased the amount of safe water 

available for communities  

�x�� Provided over 900 school latrines, which has increased school attendance and child health  

�x�� Educated hundreds of thousands of school students and community members on WASH through school WASH 
education, child -to-child groups, special events, drama performances and water user groups
